The Council of State Archivists (CoSA) is pleased to present the 2021
edition of the State of State Records, a statistical overview of the state
and territorial archives and records management community drawn
from a biennial archives and records management (ARM) survey
fielded in 2020. This report confirms the collective commitment of
these agencies to the important work of preserving the records of
state government, ensuring that they are always available when
needed by government and the people.

Throughout much of the pandemic, CoSA
THE PANDEMIC’S EFFECTS convened weekly meetings of state
archivists, providing a much-needed
opportunity to collectively navigate the evolving landscape of facility
closures, staffing assignments, and online expansion of resources
for the public. Covid-19 realities are embedded in many of the survey
responses; we've selected three focus areas:

Leadership and Staffing. The continuing challenge for state archives
is the lack of sufficient funding to fully address an expanding array of
program responsibilities. Full-time staffing levels fluctuated for the
majority of survey respondents, but none lost or gained 10% or more of
their staff. Only the largest agencies held full-time staff levels steady.

At the time of the survey’s completion, only eight state archivists had
been in their job since before 2010, with the longest tenures dating
back to 2004. Eleven were new just since the FY2018 survey and
some additional transitions have occurred since the completion of the
FY2020 survey.

Emergency Planning and Response. Covid-19 forced state archives,
and everyone else, to switch focus from emergency preparedness

to emergency response, and to reexamine their disaster planning to
determine if it was flexible and expansive enough to address a global
pandemic. The majority of respondents found they were prepared to
protect their collections from fires and floods, but that when it came

to protecting people from their environment, their plans came up
short. While pandemics were not in every agency’s emergency plans,
response to Covid-19 took many forms: work-from-home options,
shifts to virtual meetings and online programming, and installation of
onsite safety protocols.

Public Access. While the total number of in-person visits, email and
postal requests, telephone interactions and related electronic
communications plummeted during the pandemic, state archives
found creative and innovative ways to carry on with their work, help
their communities, and serve the public. For example, the Indiana
State Archives and Records Administration reported, “At the beginning
of COVID-19, we decided to provide medical transcripts for free in
order to eliminate one hurdle for anyone attempting to serve as a
nurse or other medical professional during the pandemic.” To read
more examples, please go to the Our Stories section of this report.

The functions of state and territorial archives
and records management programs too
often suffer from inadequate attention and
financial support, and are all too vulnerable
to cutbacks. It’s no wonder, then, that budgets and funding were
definitely on the minds of survey respondents, as this category
received the most #1 rankings and the overall highest number of
rankings within the top three places for respondents’ priorities over
the next two years. Close behind is building/expanding/managing
electronic records infrastructure, with staffing rounding out the top
three. Also presenting a strong showing among the top three rankings
are collection access and archival programming and initiatives.

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Executive Summary

HISTORICAL CONTEXT

The FY2020 Council of State Archivists’ (CoSA) survey of
state archives and records management (ARM) programs
continues a long tradition of data collection and surveying
of these programs. Ernst Posner’s 1964 report, American
State Archives, marks the start of formal data collec-

tion of state archives programs. A little over 20 years
later, the National Association of Government Archives
and Records Administrators (NAGARA) issued a report in
1986 by Howard P. Lowell entitled Preservation Needs in
State Archives. The 1990s saw more regular data collec-
tion and analysis by NAGARA and the Council of State His-
torical Records Coordinators (COSHRC, now CoSA) with
reports issued in 1992 and 1994. Following work con-
vened by CoSA and supported by the National Historical
Publications and Records Commission (NHPRC) in 2004
and 2006, a Blue Ribbon Panel published The State of State
Records: A Status Report on State Archives and Records Man-
agement Programs in the United States in 2007. Since then,
CoSA has conducted biennial surveys of state and territo-
rial archives and records management programs, gather-
ing data in even-numbered years from 2008 forward.

SURVEY SOURCE

The statistics and data presented in this report are com-
piled primarily from the FY2020 Council of State Archi-
vists’ (CoSA) survey of state archives and records
management (ARM) programs. Comparative data was
harvested from previous ARM surveys. For the FY2020
survey, several key changes occurred with the survey
instrument, including moving data collection to a new
online platform, which allowed some survey data to be
pre-filled for survey respondents, based on previous
survey data. Additionally, the survey geared towards ‘joint
archives and records management’ (JARM) programs and
‘archives only’ (AO) programs was broken down into sev-
eral shorter surveys, rather than one single survey. A
separate, streamlined survey was provided to ‘records
management only’ (RMO) programs.

RESPONSE RATE

Within the 56 states, territories, and the District of Colum-
bia, there are 41 JARM programs. Of these 42 programs, 39
responded to some portion of the survey. Of the remain-
ing 14 states and territories having separate archives

and records management programs, 13 AO programs
responded and 6 RMO programs responded. The introduc-
tion of a simplified RMO program survey greatly increased
participation among this group from previous years.

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The decision to break the survey into several shorter sur-
veys had an interesting impact on the overall response
rates. While the majority of AO and JARM respondents
(42) completed all surveys, states or territories are
counted as having responded to the FY2020 ARM survey
if they completed at least one of the individual surveys.
Fifty-two out of a possible 56 AO and JARM respondents
completed at least one survey with two states and two
territories not submitting any data. For RMO programs,
six of a potential 13* respondents completed that survey.

Resources and Administration

CONFIGURATION AND PLACEMENT

The configuration of archives and records management
programs remained stable since the previous FY2018
survey. Joint archives and records management programs
exist in 42 of the 56 states and territories. Minnesota
does not currently have a statewide records management
program in place, but the remaining 13 states and terri-
tories have separate statewide programs under separate
authorities.

The Office of the Secretary of State continues to be the
most prevalent governing authority for state archives pro-
grams. Territorial archives tend to be associated with an
educational institution or a cultural, or natural resources/
affairs department. Archives only programs tend to gather
in a handful of categories, such as cultural, or natural
resources/affairs departments, independent agencies or,
especially, state historical societies. These three cate-
gories are also closely clustered as the 2nd, 3rd, and 4th
most frequently entered responses.

Although not all states and territories reported informa-
tion on their primary governing agency, it was possible

to extrapolate data for all JARM and AO programs based
on previous survey data and from available online infor-
mation. Additionally, three survey respondents selected
“other” for their primary governing agency and, therefore,
were evaluated and moved into related categories for the
purposes of analysis.

Data for RMO programs is limited to the submitted survey
data. Of the six respondents, two report to the Secretary
of State, and one each to Administration/Finance, General
Services, Information Technology/Management, and the
state historical society.

BUDGETS

General budget appropriations continue to finance the
bulk of state archives and records management program
activities. Federal and other grant sources provided funds
for over half of the respondents. As is the case with many
of the questions that provide an option to select “other”
as a response, the majority of these other funding sources
could be classified into existing categories such as trust
funds, earned income, or filing fees. The one exception

to this question was Wisconsin'’s receipt of tribal gaming
funds as a source of fiscal support.

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Previous surveys have sought to parse out the various
programs and services covered by budget costs. For the
FY2020 survey, however, the survey committee decided
to ask for a single, all-inclusive budget number that
included staffing costs. This proved difficult for many of
the respondents in that their human resource budgets
are managed by parent agencies or are part of how their
budgets are structured. The change in this question fur-
ther complicates longitudinal comparison for a set of data
that was already challenging for drawing trends. Look-
ing at the reported FY2018 budget numbers versus the
FY2020 numbers, 37% of JARM, AO, and RMO programs
do not have sufficient data to make a comparison. An
additional 18% report such a drastic decrease in funding
that it is unlikely that the comparison is accurate. Another
9% show similar unrealistic increases. Of the remaining
36% of programs for which we can make confident com-
parisons, 6% reported no funding change, 15% reported
increases up to 10%, 7% reported increases from 11%-
25%, 9% reported losses up to 10%, and less than 1%
reported losses between 11% and 25%.1 Future survey
instruments may need to have a more nuanced listing of
what is included in budget numbers for each program to
allow for more accurate comparisons over time.

Twelve JARM and AO programs receive revenue or an
appropriation based on fees collected by local govern-
ments for records-related services. These fees, which gen-
erally range from $1.00 to $5.00 per recorded instrument,
are assessed at the time documents are recorded with
local and county clerks and recorders offices.

As noted above, grants comprise the second most
common source of funding for state archives and records
management programs. The majority of this funding
comes from the National Historical Publications and
Records Commission (NHPRC) via the State Historical
Records Advisory Board (SHRAB) grants to State Boards.
Other federal funders included the National Endowment
for the Humanities, the National Park Service, and the
Institute of Museum and Library Services. A small number

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of respondents also indicated receiving funds from state-
based granting agencies and non-governmental non-prof-
its such as statewide genealogical societies.

The number of programs reporting major capital expenses
decreased from twelve on the FY218 survey to six on the
FY2020 survey. Pennsylvania and Tennessee continued
construction of new facilities, while Oregon upgraded its
current facility. Delaware also reported upgrades to its
current building with the installation of a wireless micro-
phone system and overhead projector system with two
screens, as well as additional security cameras and an
enhanced panic alarm system. Puerto Rico installed a new
chiller unit and temperature and humidity control system
while also upgrading the fire detection and suppression
systems. Rounding out the responses, South Carolina
reported purchase of major equipment. South Carolina
and Tennessee did not receive specific appropriations for
their capital expenditures.

In terms of special appropriations, nine JARM and AO pro-
grams received funds ear-marked for digital preservation
in FY2020 with one RMO program also received funds for
electronic records management

JURISDICTIONAL AUTHORITY, RESOURCES,
AND ACTIVITY

This section of the survey rates the level of authority,
resources and activity that archival and records manage-
ment programs experience related to executive, legis-
lative, judicial, and local government records, and often
proves the most challenging for respondents to complete.
The sheer volume of questions, coupled by the repeti-
tive nature of the questions, leads to survey overload. In
an attempt to mitigate this survey fatigue, these ques-
tions were pre-filled with answers submitted in FY2018.
Respondents were asked to review the answers and make
changes as needed, but if no changes had occurred, the
previous answers could be resubmitted. This approach
was received positively by survey respondents.

Aside from small variations due to a slightly different set
of responding programs, the overall analysis of jurisdic-
tional authority, resources, and activity remained consis-
tent with the FY2018 results. In the areas of establishing
records management guidelines, approval of records
retention and disposition schedules, as well as consulta-
tion and training on records-related practices and proce-
dures, programs continue to report the strongest level of
authority to work with executive branches. This is despite
attempts in some states to exempt the executive branch
from records retention schedules. Programs also report
an overall strong level of authority to work with local gov-
ernments and their records. Authority over legislative and
judicial records drops off by more than half with signifi-
cantly fewer programs claiming strong authority in these



domains. Many legislatures have succeeded in exempting
themselves from public records law and related records
management statutes, limiting the scope of authority for
archives and records management programs. Similarly,
judicial branches frequently function under wholly sepa-
rate records management structures and outside the pur-
view of state archives.

Regardless of the level of authority, resources to assist all
branches of state and territorial government, as well as
local government, lag well behind the need. While 37 pro-
grams report strong authority to establish records-re-
lated standards and guidelines for executive branches,
only nine reported that they were fully equipped to carry
out this work. Despite these shortfalls, 21 reported a high
level of activity in this area. As we see repeatedly, archives
and records management programs exceed expecta-
tions by providing support and guidance beyond their
funding levels.

In providing micrographic or original digital imaging ser-
vices, again the strongest authority is related to executive
branch records with 22 respondents reporting this level. It
drops off to 17 for local government records and down to
12 and 10 for legislative and judicial records, respectively.
Resources and activity, however, plummet to 8 or less
respondents indicating they are fully equipped or very
active for any of these jurisdictions.

In terms of accessioning paper records, a slight increase
to 46 state archives reported strong authority for execu-
tive branch records. Authority for accessioning electronic
records and audio-visual materials was similarly strong at
43 responses each.

Strong authority for legislative, judicial, and local gov-
ernment records rests in the mid-20s across all material
types. The allocation of resources, however, drops pre-
cipitously with only 11 respondents indicating they are
fully equipped to accession executive paper records and
even less fully equipped to accession these electronic
records (4) and audio-visual records (10). Activity levels do
rebound, but are more robust for paper records than for
electronic or audio-visual records.

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STAFFING

Staffing levels are a perpetual area of concern for archives
and records management programs. Lack of staff to keep
up with backlogs and emerging technologies presents a
daunting challenge to these programs, particularly when
budget cuts loom. A comparison of the raw numbers of
staff between the FY2018 and FY2020 provides a mixed
picture. While the overall number of responses decreased
from 54 to 50 for this question, there were staffing size
shifts across the board—positive and negative—except
for those agencies with the largest number of staff. The
chart below indicates that agencies with the smallest
number of full-time staff made the biggest gains between
FY2018 and FY2020. Four out of the next five staffing
level categories saw decreases. The largest two categories
of staffing levels increased slightly or remained the same.

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Another way to approach the question of staffing levels
is to look at major increases and decreases in staff, as
defined as a positive or negative change of 10% or more.



The majority of respondents did not experience a change
in staff that met this definition, however, three did indi-
cate an increase in FTEs of over 10%. More concern-
ingly, eight of those surveyed reported a 10% or more
decrease. At this point, these changes are mostly coming
from retirements and expected attrition, but there were
hints in the responses that some positions were not being
filled due to anticipated budget reductions. When look-
ing at this figure, it is also important to remember the ini-
tial staffing level for the respondents. For example, if a
program has nine employees and loses one, they have
met the criteria for a major staffing change. If a program
has 60 FTEs and loses one, however, they have not expe-
rienced a major staffing change, based on this definition.
With this caveat in place, this will still be an area to watch
closely in the FY2022 survey to see if state archives and
records management programs experience a contrac-
tion of staff due to budget shortfalls from the Covid-19
pandemic or if federal stimulus funds will be sufficient to
carry programs through.

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On a more positive note, 80% of respondents reported
pay increases since the FY2018 survey. These came pri-
marily from salary increases, but also included an almost
even number of cost-of-living increases and a combina-
tion of both salary and cost-of-living increases.

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The FY2020 survey also introduced a new question to
gather baseline data on whether or not archives and
records management programs are starting to hire con-
tractors rather than FTEs. This has been an emerg-

ing practice in information technology professions, and
CoSA was curious if the trend was carrying over into the
archives and records management programs as well.

At this time the practice is still fairly rare, with approxi-
mately 14% of respondents indicating one or more con-
tract employees working with their institutions.

How staff spend their time is always an area of interest,
particularly regarding engagement with electronic records
and digital preservation. As working with electronic
records becomes part of the skill set required of archivists
and records managers, the expectation is that a greater
percentage of staff will devote at least some of their time
to working with records in this format. The FY2018 survey
contradicted this premise, but the FY2020 survey shows
an increase in the percentage of staff with some respon-
sibility for electronic records. The biggest change came in
the <10% category with the percentage of staff dropping
from 30.8% to 12.5%. There was also a drop in the 10%-
24% category from 25% to 19%. All three of the top cate-
gories experienced around +8%. This is encouraging data
that helps support CoSA’s continued focus on training and
development programs for electronic records manage-
ment and digital preservation.

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For engagement with local government records, the big-
gest shifts since the FY2018 survey come in the bottom
(<10%) and top (>75%) categories. The percentage of staff
who devote at least some of their time to local govern-
ment records trended upward with the most frequently
selected category remaining the 10%-24% range with just
shy of a third of responses.

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Titles vary greatly across states and territories with the
term “archivist” being applied to a wide range of job posi-
tions. Archivists fill administrative positions, and the title
can be modified with terms denoting specialization in
reference, accessioning, processing, outreach, and dig-
ital processing. Equally varied are salary ranges which
depend greatly on regional costs of living, experience, and
length of service.

Government chains of command and hierarchical struc-
tures vary from state to state, and archives programs are
headed by not only by people holding the title of state
archivist, but also by directors, administrators, and man-
agers. At the time of the survey’s completion, only eight
top position holders had been in their job since before
2010, with the longest tenures dating back to 2004.
Eleven were new just since the FY2018 survey and some
additional transitions have occurred since the comple-
tion of the FY2020 survey. On the whole, we are seeing
a slight increase in turnover in these top-level director/
administrator/state archivist positions within JARM and
AO programs. RMO programs report similar data with all
six top positions having been filled since 2010.

Collections

ARCHIVAL COLLECTIONS

While the majority of state archives’ holdings are records
of state or territorial governments, some facilities also
manage local government records and/or non-gov-
ernmental records. The mission and mandates of each
institution dictates its collecting policies. Of the 47
respondents who provided statistics on the volume of
their total non-electronic holdings, 11 did not separate the
data into these three categories. This compares closely
to FY2018 survey returns that included 48 respondents,
nine of whom did not categorize their holdings. All the
remaining 36 FY2020 respondents who did provide cat-
egorization of their holdings indicated that they manage
state or territorial government records, with 28 taking

in local government records. Non-governmental records
were also held by 28 institutions. The number of archives
reporting local government and non-governmental
records increased significantly from the FY2018 survey.

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For electronic records, 41 respondents provided data on
their holdings. Of these, seven did not categorize the
source of the records. Again, all of the remaining institu-
tions reported holding state or territorial records, with 14
reporting holdings from local government and 22 holding
non-governmental electronic records. While this demon-
strates an increase for local and non-government elec-
tronic records as well, it is much smaller than the increase
for non-electronic records.

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This survey also sought to capture more detailed data on
the number and types of digital objects that state and ter-
ritorial archives are maintaining. While previous surveys
gathered information on the size of electronic holdings by
volume, such information documents the overall storage
space used, not whether the holdings include thousands
of small document files or a few hundred large datasets.
For example, two states reported roughly 185,000 digi-
tal objects, but one stated it has 4 terabytes of electronic
records while the other listed just under 2,000 gigabytes
(roughly 2 terabytes). Admittedly, the question about the
number of digital objects specifies not to count backup
copies and that limitation was not explicit on the overall
volume question. It is possible that different metrics are
being compared here. But nonetheless, the question gives
us a baseline to start building a dataset for future analy-
sis. As is sometimes the case with new questions added
to the biennial survey, the response rate was low. This
question had only 20 programs providing any data, so we
may also see shifts in the numbers as archives become
more comfortable with the question.

Total volume of archival holdings continues to be a per-
plexing dataset. There has been a long-standing issue that
different institutions use different units of measurement
to track holdings. Previous surveys asked for collection
sizes in cubic feet, but some reported linear feet, and it
was often unclear if those numbers were later converted
to cubic feet during data analysis. For the FY2020 survey,
respondents were asked to indicate their unit of mea-
surement and linear feet are explicitly being converted to
cubic feet during analysis by multiplying the linear foot
number by 1.2. Undoubtedly there will be some lingering
discrepancies over time, but the goal is to achieve a status
in which each archives is being compared accurately
against the same measure for each survey. While the



exact size of holdings can be useful for determining peer
institutions, the overall trends of increases or decreases
in collection size are more useful for broad, national anal-
ysis. Similarly, respondents were given the opportunity to
select their preferred unit of measurement for the elec-
tronic records holdings. When the data was normalized
during analysis, 32 of the 42 respondents to this question
indicated managing over a terabyte of data.

Processing backlogs are always an area of concern. On
previous surveys respondents were asked to provide fig-
ures on the volume of their unprocessed holdings, both
non-electronic and electronic. It was always clear, how-
ever, that institutions were working with very different
definitions of “unprocessed.” Definitions of “processed”
ranged from basic stabilization activities when the mate-
rials were accessioned through detailed folder-level find-
ing aids. To account for these disparities, the question
was reworded for the FY2020 survey to ask, “What per-
centage of your records are not accessible to researchers
due to insufficient processing?” The question was asked
for non-electronic and electronic records. The most fre-
quently selected answer was 0% unprocessed, followed
closely by those who skipped the question. From there,
the number of responses decreases for each range of per-
centages, except in the case of unprocessed electronic
records, which take a jump in the 75%-99% category.

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In a related question, respondents were asked to quan-
tify the volume of records that were processed in FY2020.
Despite closures due to Covid-19, the majority of respon-
dents indicated that they processed over 1,000 linear
feet of records during the survey period.1 The vast major-
ity of respondents reported having over 75% of their col-
lections described online, including 6 respondents that
reported 100%.

Despite many facilities closing during spring 2020, the
total volume of non-electronic records accessioned in
FY2020 held fairly close to FY2018. There was a slight
drop in the overall number of responses, but the number
of archives bringing in up to 999 cubic feet remained
fairly level.2

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The range of accessioned electronic records contin-
ues to fall into extremes. On one end, some states are
still not accessioning electronic records at all while

at the other end some states brought in terabytes of
records in FY2020.

RECORD CENTER HOLDINGS

The FY2020 survey was greatly expanded to gather addi-
tional data on record center holdings. Records centers
provide a valuable, money-saving resource to state and
local government agencies and departments by managing
non-permanent records. Additionally, a separate, targeted
survey was sent to states with records management pro-
grams that are managed separately from the archives.
This increased the amount of data collected for records
centers as a key component of several of these programs.

2 It should be noted that this year sites were allowed to report their accessioned volume in either
linear or cubic feet. Those responses that were received in linear feet were converted to cubic
feet by multiplying the reported number by 1.2 for the purposes of analysis.
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A total of 31 responses were received for record center
holdings and operations. Of those, 20 use chargeback
fees and cost recovery for the agencies and departments
that use their services. Exact fee structures vary, but the
majority charge per cubic foot of storage per month. One
indicated an additional fee for cold storage. Across the
board, the average cost per box per month ranges roughly
between $0.25 and $0.50. One of the most striking num-
bers of the FY2020 survey was the amount these pro-
grams estimate they save their states by providing the
service versus outsourcing to a third-party vendor. Not
all states track this number, but those that do estimate
between $500,000 and $5,000,000 a year in savings.

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The number of agencies and departments serviced by
records centers varies greatly, ranging from around 20 to
over 300. The average is just under 100. Similar to their
archives counterparts, respondents were asked to indi-
cate the composition of their holdings: state/territorial
records, local government records, or non-governmental
records. Of the 28 respondents to questions about their
non-electronic holdings, five did not differentiate their
inventories into component parts. The remaining 23 man-
aged non-permanent records for state government, with
five also managing local government records. Just one
held non-governmental records. Very few records centers
are assuming management of non-permanent electronic
records. Only Wyoming, Florida, and Michigan records
management programs indicated they support this ser-
vice, down from 10 on the FY2018 survey. This change
may just be a factor of different facilities responding to
each survey, but it is an area to continue to monitor.

The FY2020 survey sought to establish a baseline for

core records center services such as retrievals and box
destructions. The range of retrievals covered just 100 to
12,000 with the number of retrievals across 26 respon-
dents averaging approximately 8,275 per year. Box
destructions averaged 9,520 per facility. Undoubtedly,
these numbers were impacted by the Covid-19 pandemic
and resulting government agency closures. Idaho specifi-
cally stated that they experienced a moratorium on record
destruction due to the pandemic. While 2020 provided
less than ideal circumstances to establish baseline data in
this area, it was an important step for the survey to center
records management issues and topics more completely.
Additional records management services are detailed in
the Reference section below.
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SECTION 3:

Access and Engagement

REFERENCE INACTIONS AND TRAININGS

With the pandemic and resulting closures and restric-
tions, it is no surprise that the number of reference
requests to state archives were down from previous sur-
veys. The extent of the decline, however, is a cause for
further investigation. If we allow for four months (March
to June 2020) of little or no activity across all respon-
dents, we would expect around a 33% drop in totals. Yet,
as seen in Figure 20, the figures are closer to a 50% drop
overall. One possible explanation is that reference num-
bers for FY2020 were under-reported due to respondents’
inability to remotely access and report the full range of
resources needed to compile these numbers. Several
states were not able to report any numbers at all. On a
positive note, the inclusion of questions regarding records
management reference interactions, and an increase in
participation of RMO programs, provides new data points
that have not been collected previously.

This portion of the FY2020 survey was completed by

44 JARM or AO programs, three territorial programs,

the District of Columbia, and six RMO programs. Not all
respondents answered all questions. The total number of
in-person visits to state archives programs was 65,952,
down from 141,312 in the last biennial survey. Not surpris-
ingly, Records Management Only programs did not gen-
erally report in-person visits since their main customers
are other government offices and agencies, and many pro-
grams are functioning out of secure record centers. The
one exception was the Nebraska Records Management
program which reported 636 in-person visits for FY2020.

Aside from in-person visits, other forms of reference
interactions also declined. Postal requests dropped just
over 55%, from 69,030 to 29,606. Telephone interac-
tions went down about 30%, from 106,633 to 74,755. Even
email and related electronic communications went from
208,400 two years ago to 119,926, a decline over 40%.

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Augmenting the questions about archival reference, the
FY2020 survey asked respondents about reference ser-
vices in support of their records management programs.
In addition to the six Records Management Only pro-
grams, 35 archives respondents indicated that they sup-
port records management. While a significant number

of those 35 stated that they did not track records man-
agement questions, those who did respond accumulated
nearly 94,000 questions in FY2020, with an additional
7,800 from the six records management programs. When
office visits and training for records creators were cur-
tailed by the pandemic, and in-person support was put
on hiatus, focus shifted to online training. Areas for fur-
ther study include a comparison of the number of training
events versus the number of attendees and the reach of
online trainings.

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Six archives programs and four records centers reported
not closing physical facilities at all for the pandemic. By
the end of FY2020, all but 13 of the remaining programs
were opening, mostly with restrictions in place. Restric-
tions include appointment-only access, requirements for
face masks and wellness checks to enter the facility, and
limiting capacity due to increased spacing and social dis-
tancing in research areas.

ONLINE ENGAGEMENT

Continued engagement and communication with user
communities were especially crucial during the uncertain
periods of closures and restrictions archives experienced
in FY2020. Official agency websites served as import-

ant sources of information and updates. Traditional track-
ing of online engagement via agency websites is usually
broken into two categories: 1) unique visitors and 2) total



“hits” to the website. Unfortunately, this continues to be a
difficult dataset to analyze across institutions. Centraliza-
tion of IT services and the reliance on third-party vendors
can complicate data reporting and aggregation.

Archives and records management programs exert more
localized control over their social media engagement.
Facebook and Twitter continued to be the more fre-
quently used sites, although both did decline slightly
from FY2018. YouTube increased by three respondents
and Instagram increased by six. Flickr, wikis, and blogs all
had slight declines. Several new sites were added to the
survey options for FY2020, including Pinterest, Tumblr,
and transcription/indexing sites. These additions were
included from the list of “Other” sites listed in the previ-
ous survey and their inclusion as specific choices reduced
the “Other” category from 12 to six.

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Respondents were also presented with additional catego-
ries to describe their uses of social media. The most strik-
ing addition was to “update the public on closures and
changes to hours,” which was chosen by 44 of those sur-
veyed. “Promoting profession-wide initiatives” also had

a strong showing with 29 respondents selecting it, and
“Sharing training/meeting/event records and pictures”
came in at 29. Of the choices that carried over from the
FY 2018 survey, using social media for “Promoting Collec-
tions” and “Promoting public/educational programming”
were the most popular.

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The proportion of respondents who indicated that they
support a newsletter, or contribute to a parent agency
newsletter, increased from a 50/50 split on the FY2018
survey. North Carolina contributes to a Friends group
newsletter while Connecticut’s newsletter is currently
dormant. Michigan’s Archives Only program produces a
biennial magazine, in addition to contributing to a parent
agency newsletter.

COMMUNICATIONS OFFICERS AND SOCIAL MEDIA
COMMUNICATIONS

There are several models used by archives and records
management programs to handle management of com-
munications, web messaging, and social media accounts.
Eleven respondents indicated that they have a full-time
position within their institution to handle communica-
tions and social media, while an additional two have part-
time positions. The majority have access to expertise

in this area through their parent agency. For those who
selected “Other,” most indicated that a team of employees
contributes to this work or it is viewed as a distributed
“other duty as assigned” for several people.

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Respondents were also asked to provide a more subjec-
tive look at what they view as their most effective strat-
egies to spur engagement through social media. Overall,
effective social media posts should tell a good story that
engages the viewer and is relatable and relevant to their
lives or current events. Posts on a common theme or
that were part of a series were very popular, especially
those that used a national hashtag like #archiveshashtag-
party (sponsored monthly by the social media team at
the National Archives and Records Administration) or a
local tag like Alabama’s #FreshFromTheArchives. New
ways of engagement emerged over that past year, such
as using images from collections to create online puz-
zles or recording Instagram stories as tutorials for how
to access popular online collection materials. Creating a
sense of participation and interaction through transcrip-
tion projects or asking for help in identifying photos can
build relationships with the public and keep them coming
back for more.
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SECTION 4:

Special Projects

DIGITAL PRESERVATION

With the National Archives and Records Administra-

tion phasing out the acceptance of physical records to

its facilities by the end of 2022, CoSA wanted to know if
this concept is filtering down to state and territorial gov-
ernments. Survey respondents were asked to assess the
degree to which this idea is being discussed and imple-
mented in the executive and legislative branches of their
state governments, as well as within their own institu-
tions. Overall, it seems that state archives staff are aware
of the possibility and are pro-actively exploring how to
implement a change of this magnitude.

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The number of state and territorial archives that reported
having a digital preservation repository or system in place
dropped slightly from the FY2018 survey, but this drop
can be accounted for by a slightly lower response rate

to the survey in FY2020. Of the 47 respondents, 22 indi-
cated that they have an OAIS-compliant system in place.
The most prevalent solution in this arena continues to

be Preservica (15 states indicated they use Preservica’s
cloud-based system and three states reported using Pre-
servica’s hosted on on-premise Enterprise system). Lib-
nova, Rosetta, Fedora with Islandora, and a home-grown
repository each account for one additional response. The
FY2020 survey was conducted before Preservica launched
its Starter Edition, which supports 5GB of storage and
related preservation activities at no-cost, so we may see
an increase in the use of Preservica on the FY2022 survey.

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Those archives that have not moved to a digital preserva-
tion repository system are implementing a combination
of other software and hardware solutions to address their
digital storage and preservation needs. Five reported uses
of electronic records management system software while
10 are using external hard drives and tape drives for addi-
tional back-up support. Twelve are managing the records
on shared network storage, while four report using a con-
figuration of various hardware and software tools. Five
respondents indicated they are either not accepting elec-
tronic records or they are not supporting any system for
records they do possess.

Since digital preservation requires more than just a repos-
itory, this survey asked about additional software tools
that are supporting digital preservation activities in state
archives. Perhaps not surprisingly, the most frequently
mentioned tool was Archive-It for web harvesting. The
second most frequently cited tool was a bulk rename util-
ity, followed closely by BitCurator, Bagger/Baglt, and a
CheckSum Generator. Twenty respondents listed addi-
tional tools beyond the list provided, but no single tool
was prevalent.

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STATE HISTORICAL RECORDS ADVISORY BOARDS
(SHRABS)

For the FY2020 Survey, information about State Histori-
cal Records Advisory Boards (SHRABs) was collected in a
separate survey instrument. There were 49 respondents
(45 states, 3 territories, and the District of Columbia)
that submitted this survey, although not all respon-
dents answered all questions. While the raw number of
responses declined from the FY2018 survey, when we
compare the percentage of responses the results also
indicated a decline in authorizations and activities for
SHRABs nationally. Further monitoring is needed to
determine if this is the beginning of a trend or simply a
result of challenges presented by the pandemic.

Initially formed under regulations governing the National
Historical Publications and Records Commission (NHPRC),
SHRABSs across the country serve a vital role in their
jurisdictions as advocates, conveners, trainers, and
grant-makers for archival institutions. They support and
amplify the work of state archives while also promoting
national archival programming like Archives Month and
National History Day. They provide hands-on assistance
and guidance to small archival institutions through trav-
eling archivist programs and manage regrant programs
to ensure these institutions have the supplies needed

to implement arrangement and description projects.
SHRABs create repository directories for their states and
host workshops, training, and conferences where archival
professionals and volunteers exchange real world solu-
tions to shared challenges.

With the wide range and scope of the SHRABs, the survey
did show a decline in the status of SHRABs nationally
since the FY2018 survey. While there were more respon-
dents in 2018 (54), the number of SHRABs reporting that
they are authorized and active fell from 34 to 27 in raw
numbers and from 63% to 55% of total responses. The

category of authorized, but inactive gained slightly by 1,
as did the SHRABs reporting that they are attempting to
establish or reestablish active boards. Additionally, two
respondents selected “Other”: Louisiana is making prog-
ress toward reestablishing its SHRAB but was delayed due
to COVID. The U.S. Virgin Islands is exploring creating a
SHRAB, also. One state responded that it has no current
plans to establish a SHRAB. What remains to be seen is
whether these numbers will rebound and we will be able
to attribute the decline to the difficulties of conducting
business during a pandemic, or if they are a bellwether for
future struggles for SHRABs.

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The decline in status for SHRABs also corresponds to a
decline in the timeliness of appointments to the Boards.
Eight SHRABs reported that appointments are always
made on time, a drop from 17 in FY2018. A few of these
losses can be accounted for by respondents who selected
the “Other” option so they could provide a greater degree
of nuance to their responses. The response with the great-
est increase, from 3 to 6 responses, was “Not all members
are current, but we expect them soon,” perhaps indicat-
ing slower than usual SHRAB appointments as an indirect
impact of the pandemic rather than the start of a trend.

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A new survey question asked about the primary author-
ity for appointments to SHRABs. Over half of the respon-
dents indicated that their Board appointments are made
by the governor. Approximately 6% of respondents indi-
cated that the appointments are made by the archives
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with another 6% being made by the secretary of state.
Four respondents skipped the question, accounting for
approximately 8% of the answers. The remaining 25% of
respondents answered “Other” indicating a wide vari-
ety of appointing authorities. In two cases, the gover-
nor appoints some members and other members are
appointed by other groups. An additional two respon-
dents indicated that the compositions of their SHRABs
are specified in statute.

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While the governor is the most prevalent appointing
authority, the majority of SHRAB Coordinators hold the
title of state archivist. In a handful of cases, the state
archivist serves as the deputy coordinator under a direc-
tor or elected official who holds the coordinator position.
Most respondents indicated that their coordinators spend
between .25 FTE and 1 FTE on their role while additional
archival staff tend to account for an additional .5 FTE

or less in SHRAB support. It is unclear if this is because

of decreased SHRAB authorization and activities or an
increase in separation between SHRAB and state archives
administration and programming.

SHRABs engage in a wide variety of activities to sup-

port historical records repositories and programming. The
most reported include delivering workshops and training
on archival and records management topics, and provid-
ing regrants. A close third is advocacy. Two new catego-
ries were added to this survey: Field/Traveling/Roving
Archivist and NHPRC Grant Review.

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Other activities listed included support of local his-
tory days and award programs, brown bag lunch semi-
nars, and specific resources and workshops to support
genealogists.

The FY2020 survey also asked respondents to answer
these same questions for their state archives programs.
Delivering workshops and training on archival and records
management topics continued as the top selection, with
promotion of American Archives Month coming in as a
close second.

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Further exploring the relationship between SHRABs and
state archives programs, respondents were asked to rate
the impact of SHRAB activities on their state archives, as
well as on the broader archival community in their state
or territory. The results to these questions held fairly
steady from the responses in FY2018, with no responses
in the “negative” or “very negative” categories.

Additional new questions on the SHRAB portion of the
survey included those on funding, collaboration, and
representation. As would be expected, the majority of
SHRABs receive at least some of their funding from the
NHPRC. Nine states receive additional funding from their
state, although two states only receive state funding.
Other responses indicated that some SHRABs are trying
to function with no funding or only through donations
and staff support.

When asked what activities SHRABs would like to under-
take if they had additional funding, many respondents
indicated that they would start or enhance field/trav-
eling/roving archivist programs. Closely related, many
SHRABs would also like to expand or reinvigorate regrant
programs. These answers speak strongly to the need for
hands-on assistance and training for institutions at the
local level.

The respondents also presented an array of innovative
and thoughtful suggestions such as Connecticut’s idea
for Diversity, Equity, Access, and Inclusivity (DEAI) train-
ing for board members and the local archival commu-
nity and Alaska’s interest in providing lesson plans for
teachers and resources for students pertaining to Alaska
and National History Day activities. Several respondents
stressed increased engagement with underrepresented
communities to provide appropriate support around pres-
ervation of their records, as well as support of statewide
portals or repositories for digital preservation for small
institutions.

In the past few years, SHRABs have made concerted
efforts to collaborate with their counterparts in other
states. SHRABs already work closely with local archives
and with their state archives. The “Other” category
encompasses a wide range of additional groups such as
tribal archives and genealogical organizations.

Given the role of the state archivist as the SHRAB coordi-
nator in many states, it is no surprise that 32 respondents
indicated their board memberships include state archives
staff. College and university archivists are represented

on 35 of the SHRABs that responded and local histori-

cal organizations contribute to 24 Boards. Government
departments and agencies provide a significant number of
the “Other” members, as do corporate and tribal archives.

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Finally, the FY2020 survey also asked an open-ended
question about whether respondents felt their SHRAB
membership matches the demographics of their state or
territory. Specific demographic categories were not called
out in the question. Responses ranged from simple “Yes”
or “No” answers to more detailed descriptions of needed
representation to diversify gender, ethnicity, geographical
location, and types of institutions.
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EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS, RESPONSE
AND RECOVERY

Covid-19 forced state archives, and everyone else, to
switch focus from emergency preparedness to emer-
gency response, and to reexamine their disaster planning
to determine if it was flexible and expansive enough to
address a global pandemic. The majority of respondents
found they were prepared to protect their collections
from fires and floods, but that when it came to protecting
people from their environment, their plans came up short.

A total of 50 respondents from joint Archives and Records
Management programs and Archives Only programs com-
pleted the Emergency Preparedness, Response, and
Recovery portion of the survey (46 states and 3 terri-
tories and D.C.). The number of respondents that indi-
cated they have an Emergency Preparedness Plan in place
remained steady at 43, with the overall percentage of
positive responses increasing from 83% in FY2018 to 86%
in FY2020. An additional four respondents stated that a
planisin development, and three said they do not have a
planin place, nor is one being developed.

When asked if their plans were sufficiently detailed

to support their agency during the pandemic, only 13
answered in the affirmative. For Records Management
Only programs, four felt their plans met the needs of the
pandemic; one did not, and one skipped the question.

This level of response would seem to indicate that much
of our disaster planning has been based on previously
experienced disasters and that, as a group, we had not
planned for anillness as an emerging threat. This suppo-
sition is further supported by a later question in which
respondents were asked to indicate types of threats that
are included in their state/territorial Continuity of Oper-
ations Plan (COOP). Looking at the combined responses
across all institution types, 32 of those surveyed indicated
their COOP plans included active shooter protocols, but
only eighteen included pandemics.

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Of the 43 states and territories with plans in place, 28
indicated that they are up-to-date. There was a slight
change in how this question was asked for FY2020, so it
is not possible to compare with previous surveys. Perhaps
not surprisingly, for a year that was anything but a drill,
plans were not frequently practiced in FY2020. An addi-
tional six Records Management Only respondents also
completed the survey. All responded that they have a plan
in place and that it is up-to-date. These respondents pro-
vided a wide range of responses for the frequency of their
drills, ranging from rarely to twice or more per year.

Archives programs have long struggled to find a place
within COOPs. At the federal level, archives are generally
grouped under the Department of Interior and at the state
level they are frequently lumped in with parks and natu-
ral resources. It is an encouraging sign that archives and
records programs have increased their visibility so that
nearly half of respondents (24) stated their programs are
included as one of the components of their state/territory
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plan. Records Management Only programs reported an
even split between inclusion in their state’s COOP and not
knowing if they are included or not.

With the increase of regional and nationwide disasters,
partnerships and collaborations to help sustain institu-
tions are becoming even more important. Despite the
need, regional emergency preparedness groups such as
the Alliance for Response (AFR) or the Coordinated State-
wide Emergency Preparedness (COSTEP) program often
struggle to stay active and engaged over time. Four survey
respondents indicated that they participate in their state
or regional AFR and two participate in a COSTEP group.
An additional 15 are engaged with other federal or state-
based groups to support emergency preparedness,
response and recovery.

SPECIAL INITIATIVES AND PLANNING

For the FY2020 survey, respondents were asked to rank
their top ten program priorities for the next two years as
well as their top ten long-term program challenges from
a list of eighteen choices. This ranking was expanded
from ranking the top three choices on previous surveys.
General feedback was that asking for ten may be exces-
sive and while the full list of responses is available in the
Appendix, only the top three answers are analyzed here.

Budgets and funding are definitely on the minds of survey
respondents, as this category received the most #1 rank-
ings and the overall highest number of rankings within the
top three places for respondents’ priorities over the next
two years. Close behind is building/expanding/manag-

ing electronic records infrastructure, with staffing round-
ing out the top three. Also presenting a strong showing
among the top three rankings are collection access and
archival programming and initiatives.

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Respondents were asked about their strategies for
addressing these top priorities. Many plan to reshuffle

or potentially eliminate some services to cover budget
shortfalls. Others are leaving staff positions open or deal-
ing with hiring freezes. Unfortunately, these budget con-
cerns hamper the need to expend additional resources
and increase staffing to support a sustainable electronic
records infrastructure.

The emphasis on budgeting and electronic records infra-
structure was even greater when respondents considered
their long-term challenges. Staffing, buildings, and facili-
ties were also issues of strong concern. When looking at
these challenges over a longer timeframe, strategies such
as investigating new funding sources and engaging with
legislatures over budget levels become priorities. There
are also more opportunities for restructuring programs
and moving resources to support priority projects.
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SECTION 5:

Our Stories

While we can parse numbers and statistics, the true
impact of state archives and records management
programs can most clearly be seen and felt through the
stories they engender. Below are stories submitted by
survey respondents that illustrate the range of work
conducted by these programs and the real-world impact

they impart.

Alabama

During the COVID pandemic a graduate stu-
dent working on a thesis was unable to travel
to the archives to conduct research due to an
underlying health condition. Reference staff
pulled around 25 boxes of archival materials
and scanned a number of documents to assist
her with her research.

Alaska

In 2016 the Alaska State Archives moved into
a new facility along with the State Library and
the State Museum. The new shared building
provided the State Library and Archives with a
wonderful exhibit space featuring an Arakawa
display system. We were also fortunate
enough to be provided with a small amount of
funding left over from the construction of the
building to use for content display in these
new public display cases.

March 24th, 2019 marked the 30th anniver-
sary of the grounding of the oil tanker Exxon
Valdez in Prince William Sound. The Alaska
State Archives and the Alaska State Library
Historical Collections designed and installed a
joint in-house and on-line exhibit presenting
materials from both repositories related to
the spill and its aftermath.

The in-house display created more buzz with
patrons and tourists than anticipated. Visitors
frequently stopped and took time to reflect
on what happened in Prince William Sound 30
years ago. One such visitor was a gentleman
whose photograph was among the records
displayed in the exhibit, and he was com-
pletely surprised to see his image up on the
wall so many years later. He was photo-
graphed in a red clean-up suit holding an oiled
sea otter in a chart of Prince William Sound.
At the time of the spill, he worked for the
Department of Fish and Game and worked on
the spill for the first 47 days. A photographer
documenting the spill wanted a picture of the
oiled sea otter, but said that the red suit
would not show the details of the animal and

they needed something white to show it off.
The Fish and Game employee used the chart
in the picture to hold the otter, even though
they only had one chart of the sound left with
them which no one wanted to get soiled.

In March 2020 the exhibit Women in Alaska
opened. One colleague found images of two
relatives never seen before. The Division of
Elections utilized the images on the official

2020 elections pamphlet.

American Samoa

Every year we help a number of American
Samoans obtain archival copies of their Birth
Certificates and other Vital Statistics informa-
tion for legal purposes, such as the unique
One U.S. National Parent Passport program.
We also often help American Samoans
seeking information about High Court Land
and Matai Title cases that are very important
for their families/villages.

Last year 2019 we had our 4th Annual
Archives Month with staff and the public
enjoying a number of fun and educa-
tional activities.

Arkansas

Most anecdotes involving positive impacts
from our program come from our genealogical
patronage; our staff have been able to help
patrons establish their own birth records,
help former service personnel document their
eligibility for veterans’ benefits and on one
occasion provided evidence allowing the rec-
tification of an inter-county border dispute.

Colorado

Colorado State Archives has records and mug-
shots from the Colorado State Penitentiary.
They can have a negative stigma as it deals
with crime and no one is really excited to hear
their ancestor went to prison. A customer
from the general public requested a peniten-
tiary record, and when she was able to look at
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it she was so happy because the mugshot we
found was the only known photograph left of
this person. We were able to provide her a
high-quality digital scan so she could have it
and share with her family. To know that we
were able to preserve this history for
someone that no one else could provide was
very gratifying.

Florida

Our workshops for history/social studies
teachers on using historical records in the
classroom have been extremely well received.
The Academic Services director for the local
county school district wrote, “Thank you for
the amazing experience you provided for our
teachers yesterday. | have never seen such a pos-
itive response to a workshop in all my ten years
at the district office. They absolutely loved it, and
the workshop evaluations indicated so. There
was an energy in the room yesterday that can’t
be captured on any workshop evaluation. I heard
teachers laughing and smiling. | saw teachers
excited and inspired. It is hard to be a teacher
these days, so thank you for making them feel
re-energized with meaningful resources and
teaching ideas.”

One of the teachers who attended also wrote,
“I just wanted to say THANK YOU for a fabulous
day! I have been teaching in Leon County for 17
years, and this was the BEST workshop | have
ever attended. | learned soooooo much and I am
very appreciative to you all, for taking the time
out of your busy day to visit with us.”

Our Managing Archives & Historical Records
workshop, intended for those who are
responsible for historical records but have not
had formal archival training, received

similar praise.

Idaho

We hold the most significant water rights and
land records in the state of Idaho. These col-
lections document the water rights of Idaho
citizens who depend on water for agricultural
and recreational endeavors.

lllinois

The Architect of the Capitol, who is in charge
of the buildings on the capitol complex,
recently had architectural drawings from a
1950s office building on the complex that
showed they used one of two different types
of pylons to support the building. She couldn’t
tell from the drawings which type of pylon
was used. They are planning rehab work on
the building. She called us to ask if we had any
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construction pictures. The state photographer
from the 1950s took construction pictures
and we have those photo negatives. From the
pictures, the Architect of the Capitol was able
to discern the type of pylon used.

Indiana

One of our archivists helped a patron locate
the military records for her grandfather who
served during World War 1. Due to the fire in
St. Louis, she had been unable to previously
locate these records. After receiving the files,
she said “I could not believe he actually found
something! | feel as though I've been searching
my whole life for the information...The work that
you all do is vital. I have a more complete picture
of my grandfather as a young man than | had
before I received the information. I still cannot
believe I have all that | do.”

The Indiana State Archives holds the tran-
scripts of students who attended closed, for-
profit colleges, and we respond to requests
for these records every single day. Many of
the requests come from students in medical
professions who are attempting to get jobs or
continue their education. At the beginning of
COVID-19, we decided to provide medical
transcripts for free in order to eliminate one
hurdle for anyone attempting to serve as a
nurse or other medical professional during
the pandemic.

Kentucky

After the 2019 gubernatorial election, we
were able to transfer a large quantity of Gov-
ernor Matt Bevin’s and Lt. Governor Jenean
Hampton'’s digital records to the Archives
including many videos. We received numerous
requests for Governor Bevin's pardons and in
responding to those we fostered a good rela-
tionship with the Governor’s Office and var-
ious media contacts.

Louisiana

Our collection of historic patient records from
the state mental hospital has turned out to be
a very rewarding resource for families who are
seeking information about ancestors for
whom little is often known. Though access is
restricted and only allowed once certain cri-
teria are met, including the appropriate adher-
ence to HIPAA regulations, it has proven to be
a very meaningful record for patrons. Conse-
quently, it gives staff a good feeling to have
helped a family reconnect to its past members.

Maryland

A gentleman contacted us on behalf of his
mother during the pandemic operations. He
desperately needed help finding the marriage
certificate and divorce decree from his moth-
er’s first marriage. She was of advanced age
and had some memory challenges and was
unable to recall details of this marriage
including date and location to assist him. She

was moving out of state to live closer to his
sister for additional care and needed to have
her updated ID in order to do so successfully.
Unable to provide the details, our staff did
research on the patron’s behalf and communi-
cated with the gentleman in his mother’s
stead. Ultimately, through good communica-
tion and searching, we were able to find both
the marriage and divorce records in our col-
lections which allowed him to order the certi-
fied copies he needed to support her ID
renewal and move. We were able to do all of
this remotely without needing the patron or
his mother to come on site. We also were able
to conduct the research remotely, and only
needed staff on site to send out the certified
hard copies of the materials. We have been
able to help thousands of customers with
similar situations in order for them to get the
necessary legal paperwork for Real ID.

We have been contacted by a large number of
genealogists, both professional and amateur,
who would like to continue their research but
have health concerns about returning to the
archives. They either do not want to travel or
do now want to spend the necessary time
indoors in the search room to complete
research. In order to support their efforts, we
have developed processes for in-house staff
research, reduced-cost uncertified copies, and
contactless invoicing to allow for this family
history research to continue. Feedback has
been wonderful, and patrons are amazed that
they are able to carry on either their profes-
sional or personal research safely

with our help.

Massachusetts

This past year, we helped an employee of a
nursing home after the death of one of their
residents. She knew the woman didn’t have
any living family, and she was trying to make
her death record more complete. Our Refer-
ence Archivist was able to locate a birth
record and some census records showing the
woman'’s past with her family, so that the
patron could fill in the blanks on her death
record. We were all touched by how moved
she was over the experience.

We also recently had an appointment with
two architects who were working on a reno-
vation project for an old building. When they
saw the building plans we pulled for them,
they were ecstatic; they said they thought
they were going to have to measure every
inch of the building’s foundation themselves,
but with the information they found here,
they didn’t need to!

We've also helped many towns celebrate their
“birthdays,” providing them with copies of
their foundational documents, usually large
and impressive looking engrossed Acts that
they can proudly display.

THE STATE OF STATE RECORDS 2021 EDITION

Michigan

The Archives of Michigan’s reference team
worked with researchers who were creating
an interpretive space to tell the story of Civil
War veterans in Detroit’s Grand Army of the
Republic building, which was in the process of
being restored. The researchers visited the
archives regularly over the course of several
months, using GAR post records and Civil War
manuscripts to bring the stories to life. They
also used several reproductions of archival
photographs in the space.

Michigan

Following the Covid19 outbreak in March
2020 and the subsequent increase in applica-
tions for unemployment benefits, the Unem-
ployment Insurance Agency (UIA) faced a
mounting backlog of unopened paper mail.
The agency engaged Records Management
Services (RMS) to use our vendors for imaging
services to scan and digitally deliver envelope
contents. RMS recommended that the vendor
perform the backfile scanning of the paper
mail. Additional UIA staff were hired to assist
in the indexing and processing of the digital
images in the agency'’s line-of-business appli-
cation once the images were delivered by the
vendor. Due to the urgency of the situation,
which was preventing Michigan citizens from
receiving benefits in a time of need, RMS
instructed the vendor to postpone work on
numerous other projects for the State of
Michigan, continuing only with the projects
that had been deemed essential during the
state shutdown in March and April. This
project was completed while the vendor
strived to ramp back up to full staff after
being mostly shut down during the first few
months of the pandemic.

RMS customers are government agencies, not
the public. RMS spent 3 years developing a
digital signature service for our customers.
The eSignature Solution was ready for deploy-
ment in March 2020 when the State of Mich-
igan employees started working from home
due to Covid-19. The timing actually increased
interest in the service. RMS centrally manages
and supports the service, which saves money,
improves security of the application, and facil-
itates customer support for everyone. Agen-
cies can start using the service within days of
signing their service charter, because RMS
already took care of the contracts, purchase
orders, IT approvals, and other procedural
requirements. The service has an authoriza-
tion to operation (ATO) at a NIST-HIGH level,
and is FedRAMP certified at the moderate
level (it can securely handle confidential
records). It is compliant with federal and state
laws, as well as State of Michigan policies, for
digital signatures. It is even approved to be
used for eNotary transactions. Agencies only
pay for the transactions they send.
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Missouri

After helping with a census search, we
received this response: “I hope you understand
how much your work impacts the lives of the
people who contact you. | grew up with friends
who knew their lineage and where they came
from and didn’t need sites like yours to figure
those things out. Knowing or finding answers to
my questions always felt impossible. | am so
happy to have this new information. It really
makes me feel like | am a part of this country’s
history and also gives me a sense of pride.”

Montana

Our program had a reference request that led
to the recapture of a fugitive prisoner con-
victed of murder in the 1950s. A family
member came to us looking for information
about his great grandfather who according to
family lore was murdered. Through our prison,
attorney general, and supreme court records
we found a great deal of information on the
case and conviction, and that the convict had
skipped out on parole in the 1970s. The family
went on to locate the man and he is now back
behind bars.

Also, we received a diary found in the trash,
rescued by a dog walker. The diary was of a
teenage girl in the 1930s whose life and
passing was documented in the diary.

Nebraska

A University of Nebraska History Professor is
currently conducting extensive research in
county court and district court records in our
Government Records collections for an NSF
Law and Science Grant, “Petitioning for
Freedom: Habeas Corpus in the American
West, 1812-1924”

The University of Nebraska just celebrated its
150th anniversary as a land grant institution
and used the Board of Educational Lands col-
lection to develop this website

Nebraska

One agency decided to bring its records back
from a self-run center to our State Records
Center. The service that we offer with han-
dling requests within 24 hours and uploading
boxes for them into the system has made
their experience much better while also
increasing our storage by 9 %.

New Jersey

This year, the New Jersey State Archives pro-
vided extensive assistance to curators from
the Museum of the American Revolution in
Philadelphia with their new exhibit, “When
Women Lost the Vote: A Revolutionary Story,
1776-1807." The exhibit focuses on New Jersey
allowing women to vote in its early statehood
period. Several documents from the State

Archives’ collection are the main focus,
including the original 1776 State Constitution,
legislation specifically stating that women
could vote, and an 1801 poll list that names
dozens of women voters. State Archives staff
were able to provide context for the docu-
ments, other supporting primary resources,
and digital reproductions of the documents
that will be used in an online resource to com-
plement the physical exhibit. The exhibit will
be on display through April 2021. Along with
its online version, we expect it to be a won-
derful learning tool for both students and the
general public for many years to come.

We began accessioning more recent vital
records this year, significantly expanding our
already-vast genealogical holdings. Unfortu-
nately, the COVID-related shutdown will
delay the 2nd-4th plan phases.

New Mexico

A historian writing a biography of a Civil War
figure heard the archives director make a pre-
sentation of the same figure. This led to his
discovery of documents in our archives about
which he had no idea.

New York

An individual learned the untold story of their
father’s youth through access to reform
school records from the early 20th century.

North Carolina

An out-of-state researcher made several trips
to the State Archives to learn about her
family. They migrated from NC to the North
during the Jim Crow era. Using our records,
including private collections, she learned
quite a bit about her family. She has since
received a certificate as a genealogical
researcher, providing lectures locally and
becoming the town historian. Many of the
early citizens of her town were part of the
Great Migration from the South, with many
families from NC.

Our reference staff assisted a researcher in
Germany with an inheritance case involving
two sisters who escaped from communist
GDR in 1947. One sister settled

in Durham, NC.

North Dakota

Our Archives receives a lot of positive feed-
back for the research and services we are able
to provide. One patron who was researching
their family discovered that a relative had
been a former state legislator. Staff were able
to pull composite photographs of the legisla-
ture from the year he served. Another patron
came to us while trying to determine where
their relative was buried. In both instances,
after staff successfully helped connect these
patrons to their past, the researchers were
moved to tears. We provided research for
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multiple individuals who were trying to con-
nect to their past after they were adopted.
One ended up reconnecting with his three
half-sisters, and even walked his youngest
sister down the aisle at her wedding!

We have discovered a deep impact with our
younger researchers when they are able to
connect to real live documents. We have had
several school groups (age range approxi-
mately 10-14) that received tours and
research assistance. We frequently overhear
the students tell their instructor how much
they have enjoyed their time with us, that
they wish to return, and how cool we are!

We have also been able to use our state
records and manuscript series to determine
specific timelines, dates, and events for
researchers, such as when former and current
US Presidents visited North Dakota.

Ohio

State agencies have used our records to
research their histories for exhibits.

Oklahoma

In FY 2020, one of our interns from the Uni-
versity of Oklahoma, researched state gov-
ernment resources and used them to write a
paper about the 1918 influenza epidemic and
the similarities between that event and
COVID-19. Here is a quote from his research
paper: “When [these newspapers were added
online], the archivists could not have seen the
current pandemic coming. It is precisely because
they could not see it coming that archival work is
so important. Preservation for the sake of pres-
ervation allows for deeper inquiry into issues we
cannot imagine. That there is so much more that
can and should be studied shows how important
archival work is to our understanding of history.”

Oregon

A note from one satisfied patron, a judge in
the Oregon Tax Court: “l am writing to thank
you and your staff for your help with the Tax
Court’s legislative research at the Oregon State
Archives. We think of ourselves as frequent
users. | had occasion to trace some bills myself a
few weeks ago and was very pleased with the
helpfulness of your staff. Also, my law clerk...
reported to me last month that your staff offered
recordings of certain legislative committee hear-
ings as MP3 audio files, rather than as cassettes.
The MP3 format will save all of us a great deal of
time and will make it easier for the court to store
its legislative research for future use.”

Pennsylvania

West View Borough (Allegheny) became the
first municipality in Pennsylvania to formally
implement the new municipal electronic
records PDF/A Policy. The borough is con-
verting Borough Minutes to the approved
format. In April 2019, the Local Government
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Records Committee approved the policy
allowing municipalities to keep permanent
records in electronic format if they follow the
guidelines issued by the State Archives and
informed the Archives of their inten-

tion to do so.

To have the Department of Health understand
the need to document their COVID response,
a presentation about the Dept. response to
the 1918 Spanish Flu epidemic was given to
500 staff members.

Puerto Rico

We help a lot of users with their rights claims;
we have well recognized public figures that
come to do research; and we help a lot of
users in their publications.

Rhode Island

From a happy researcher on Twitter:
“Shout-out to the Rhode Island State Archives: In
the middle of this move (see below), Ken Carlson
(Reference Archivist) managed to get images of
an 1849 petition that | need for a #familyhistory
article and email them to me. #Rhodels-

land #wonderful”

Before COVID-19 shut everything down, we
had a travelling exhibit on Women’s Suffrage.
It was rewarding to partner with public
libraries and be out in the community sharing
about the archives’ resources.

South Carolina

The agency provided documentary research
for “Willie,” a documentary on the first African
American player in the NHL, Willie O’Ree. The
documentary included staff interviews and
Mr. O’Ree’s visit to the SC State Archives to
view documents related to his ancestor’s
enslavement in South Carolina, escape to the
British during the American Revolution, and
subsequent evacuation to Nova Scotia.

During the Covid closure, archival images
were used to create online jigsaw puzzles at
the Jigsaw Planet website and promoted
through social media accounts. Close to 1500
plays of the jigsaw puzzles were recorded

at the site.

South Dakota

We helped a ranching family find information
on their family’s involvement in a now
non-existent livestock auction company. It
was important for that family to document
that involvement and share that with the
younger generation.

Vermont

Our records and information management
specialists received praise from local law
enforcement in Vermont and in New Hamp-
shire for assisting with research to help solve
cold cases in both states, showing the rele-
vancy of archival records and programs to the
contemporary work of law enforcement and
other officials.

Through our archivists’ participation with the
Vermont Suffrage Centennial Alliance, a
strong public interest has emerged on under-
standing minority women voters in Vermont
and their voting history through local and
state records. This led to media exposure,
including a segment on Vermont Public Radio,
and a planned “research-athon” sponsored by
the Vermont State Archives and Records
Administration for this year’s Archives Month.

Virginia

The state archives in Virginia provided assis-
tance to the Governor’s Office regarding the
removal of the Robert E. Lee Monument in
Richmond. The deed, the records about how
the state acquired the statue, and the infor-
mation about how it was installed were all

important in the state making the case that it
had the right to move the statue.

The archives was also able to help the gover-
nor-appointed Commission to Examine Racial
Inequity in Law prepare its report by providing
several documents and dozens of images doc-
umenting inequity in law in Virginia.

Washington

Two sisters had lost touch with a brother over
the years and one of them decided to come to
the Archives to see if we could help. We were
able to find a property tax assessment roll
that showed the brother and were then able
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to track him to his current whereabouts. The
sister who came to the Archives was in tears
that she could reconnect with her brother.

Wisconsin

“l want to thank you and the others at the His-
torical Society for finding the Committee Record
for the April 2, 1985 public hearing on the state
budget, which was held at North Division High
School in Milwaukee. My purpose in locating it
was to assist Mr. Jim Wahner, who is writing a
book on disability rights. Mr. Wahner is a former
State Representative to the Assembly and
Assembly majority leader. Much of his legislative
career focused on legislation promoting the
rights of the disabled. There was a matter of
funding for a position at UW-Milwaukee which
was supported by the deaf community at the
hearing. | was at the hearing and took notes, but
it was important for Mr. Wahner to have the
names of those who spoke in favor of the initia-
tive. The record will provide him with what he
needs to move forward with his book. Both Mr.
Wahner and | are grateful for your

efforts. Thank you.”

Wyoming

Avisitor to the Archives recently wrote an
essay published in a regional publication
where she spoke about how she felt out of
place because of her race when her husband
was transferred to the local military base
from the South. During a visit to the State
Archives, our staff helped her to discover the
long and rich history of the Black community
in Wyoming in the collection, whose experi-
ence differs from that of the South. This led
her to seek out modern members of the com-
munity, who welcomed her and assured her
that there is indeed a place for her in the
state. Today, she encourages other new trans-
plants to visit the Archives and learn more
about the Black experience in Wyoming. She
is entering a grad program in American
Studies and plans to continue her research at
the State Archives.

Aresearcher needed to prove the death of a
baby sister many years ago. Her name was
unusual for a Hispanic family and they were
unsure of their memories. We found proof and
helped provide closure.

One
of the specific goals of the fee increase was provide funding for these two positions. The Electronic
Records Analyst position off-sets a loss of a Records Analyst for State Agencies. The State Archivist
changed a technical position from a part-time Storekeeper to a full-time Library Technical Assistant.
The LTA job duties better matched the actual duties being performed and it was an opportunity to
recognize a long serving employee by moving him into a job class where he was able to work full-
time and had an opportunity for advancement. The State Librarian encouraged us to make the
change because the timing was opportune.

History Nebraska experienced retirements, namely Deputy Director (Admin.), Head of Reference
Services, Assistant for Digital Imaging Lab. These individuals had worked for HN for over 30 years
each. We have had staff members leave positions in Historic Preservation, Museum Education, and
custodial positions over the past year. Two positions were recently re-hired, however, due to the
pandemic, there was hiring freeze in our state for four-five months.

Reduced hours in the Research Room: only open Tues. - Fri, with a morning slot 8:30 - 12:00 and an afternoon slot 1:00 - 4:30. The research room is closed one hour each day for cleaning. Research is by appointment only, with only 4 research patrons allowed per morning or afternoon
slot. Research is limited to original archival materials and no access is allowed to computers or microfilm readers.

Shortened research center hours and days (currently Tuesday through Friday, 12:00-4:00); by appointment only with 48 hours advance appointment. Facility does close to public completely if Covid case counts are on an up-tick. No volunteers, interns or family allowed at this time in our
phased re-opening plan.

Research room open for appointment only; masks and health questionnaire required; limits on numbers of researchers at any given time; reduced hours to allow for staff to sanitize research areas.

In person services are now by appointment only. Reference staff is working from home partially, so appointment days are limited to 2 days per week. Limiting persons in research room at one time to at most 2 appointments plus staff, but most often only one appointment at a time.

Only critical need state employees or researchers with pending legal or administrative hearing are able to access the collections by appointment.
The Records Center is not accessible to the public. State Agency employees access is by appointment only, procedures are the same now as they were prior to closure.
Other RM staff have been working remotely with state and local government agencies on records management issues.

Appointment to visit reading room. Mandatory mask wearing while visiting research center and social distancing.

Appointment only and reserving materials to be researched, to allow for 48 pre- and post quarantines of the records.
LImit to two researchers in the reference room. social distancing. Limit to the same staffer pulling the record, delivering the record and returning the record. Staff safety measures, such as PPE, temperature taking in the morning, wiping down areas used by them (copy machine) or the
public after each use.

We are open for research by appointment only. Appointment times may be limited in order to ensure we have enough room for social distancing in the reading room.

Appointments required for the Research Room, with a limited number of appointments each day. Additionally, each appointment slot was limited to two individuals. Our public areas (lobby, exhibit rooms, etc. were limited to capacity by the phase restrictions set forth by the state
government.

All research visits by the public or staff of government agencies are by appointment only, with only one person allowed in our research space at a time. Visitors must wear masks through the entire visit. We have encouraged online research and have worked extensively with researchers
remotely.

For public patrons: Limited appointments, by reservation only; face covering/mask required for entirety of visit; COVID-19 screening (questions) administered by Department of General Services security staff; installation of temporary plexi screens to separate staff and patrons. For staff
working in building: COVID-19 screening (questions) administered by Department of General Services security staff; face covering/mask required at all times unless inside individual office; maintain social distance of six feet when possible.

Scheduled appointments, limited number of onsite researchers, physical distancing, masks, cleaning, isolation times

We are open only by appointment, allowing only 4 people in our reading room at a time (plus 1 staff member). We require masks, close the room at noon to clean, and will not pull materials same day. We require 48 hours lead time to pull and quarantine materials.

History Nebraska reopened the museum, branches, gift shop, and reference room on July 7, 2020. Measures were instituted for cleaning, limiting number of patrons, and hours of operation were reduced for the general public in these areas. Staff is required to wear masks when we are
in common areas for all facilities and buildings.

Appointment only with masks required

Limited to six researchers at a time with appointment required. Mask were requested, but not mandatory.

The State Archives is not open yet.

The State Records Center has some staff that cannot work at home and they are back full time, Other SRC staff are in 2-3 mornings. No one but staff can enter the building, all must wear masks, records need to sit for at least 24 hours before handling. Sanitization crews are in once a
week, staff must wipe down surfaces after they are touched.

Research is by appointment only. Very limited response thus far.

Masks required for staff and patrons and limited seating at tables and computers to ensure social distancing.

Open by appointment only; moved the furniture to increase space between research tables which limited the number of researchers allowed in the research room at any given time; plexiglass protectors between staff and visitors at the reference desk; increased cleaning of the research
room to twice a day which limited our open hours; staff wear masks and the public is strongly encouraged to wear masks

Appointments are required for the reference room
We are open 10-4 Tuesday-Friday instead of 9-5 Monday- Saturday. Visits are by appointment only. Visitors are limited (no more than 30 at one, | believe) and visitors must wear masks.

Wellness check at door. Face mask required. Gloves required. Minimal amount of visitors in research room.

Not all of our facilities are open, only 2 out of the five.
Health Department limits to five persons in our library at a time. Patrons must make an appointment. They have their temperature checked at the door, are asked a few health questions, and are required to wear a mask.

We are open by appointment only. Appointments are available Tues., Wed., Thurs. for four researchers in the morning and four in the afternoon. Cleaning takes place from 12-1. We also do not allow the public to use the scanners. There is also no onsite paging, everything has to be
paged ahead of time and then quarantines for a few days before it can be used again/re-shelved. Our library is open for 10 people Tues., Wed., Thurs. morning only.

We request mask use and 6 feet social distancing. We removed half of the chairs in the reading room. We disinfect workstations after each use (and have a dirty/clean card at each spot). We have a limit of 6 people in the reading room. We quarantine boxes used by the public for 48
hours.

The organization keeps very meticulous external reference activity records to quantify program value. However, it is easily do able to break out
State Archives requests from other reference types within our data.

We have active social media accounts which is our main source of promotion.

Pre-COVID, we regularly hosted in-person “brick wall” sessions to help patrons with in-depth genealogical research; we also hosted virtual
“brick wall” sessions. During COVID, when our building is open for limited appointments, our staff is conducting daily phone interviews
with patrons to assist with locating records in our collection and providing digital copies where possible to avoid the necessity of in-person
appointments.

We have data for many referrals to our Digital Repository from other sources: 1,273 visitors from search engines (1,005 referrals from Google,
91 referrals from Yahoo, 80 referrals from Bing, 36 referrals from DuckDuckGo, 11 referrals from AOL), 65 referrals from Facebook posts/links
were (presumably) posts about our collections, and 8 referrals from a post that was made on the Maine Society of Land Surveyors.

Our Digital Archives has exceeded 500,000 downloads for this year.

Unique visitors to SCHPR (South Carolina Historic Properties Record number 24,112 which is separate from SCERA (South Carolina Electronic

Records Archives) that is noted above.

We capture new researchers and requests for reference services. New researchers: 143 onsite; 194 email/mail. 1,248 unique requests for

reference services.

Staff who are not specifically in public service also answer questions received from external sources, but we cannot easily track those. In
addition, staff frequently answer questions via social media outlets. We do not officially record statistics about those engagements.

We have used LibGuides to answer most commonly asked questions about topics (Women’s suffrage) and record types (high school transcripts,
vital records) but they are handy for outreach and PR, as well. We also used social media and press releases to promote a COVID-19 collecting
effort. It was a collaborative effort between the State Archives, State Museum, and a few other archival repositories in the state. We are now

working on a Google Sites web page to showcase what we’ve collected.

How do you assess the impact of your programs and services for website visitors?

We solicit feedback from users, including asking them what types of resources they would like in future, through periodic surveys and social media
interactions. We also ask for feedback through links on all of our web pages and the North Carolina Digital Collections. We track our stats for all of our
online content, including visits and engagement, watching for patterns in both areas and to see what’s popular with our researchers and what isn’t
being used.

For programming, we send a survey after the program to the participants. For website visitors, we study user analytics to drive processing and
programming; however, we currently do not utilize user experience surveys for our website.

By the increased number of website visitors, hits/page views and use of online forms and resources.
We track the pages most visited over time to determine trends.

The Secretary of State’s Office just launched a new website in early 2020 and the options available to us for assessing programs and services for
website visitors is fairly limited for division directors.

Impact is difficult to assess in a formal, consistent way for all programs, projects, and service offerings, not only those we provide online. Impact
measurement are often anecdotal and include emails and social media posts; face-to-face feedback received in the reading rooms or during
programs/events re online resources; media coverage/interest. We use all this information to make adjustments to our web presence, including how
we describe/share information on the site.

Surveys of users

Comparing users, page view, bounce rate to determine if researchers are finding what they need and how quickly. We also rely heavily on verbal
responses to researchers contacting us to request material. Often, “no news is good news” on that front, but we try to note when we receive specific
feedback on what is and is not working.

State What do you view as your most effective strategy to spur engagement through social media?

Alabama The public loves a good story. Our most effective posts are those that involve stories related to collections that are relatable, interesting, and engaging.
High quality images are also key. We have had good success creating regular series using a common hashtag. Leading up to Alabama’s Bicentennial
we developed a series called #PathToStatehood. Throughout the year we posted key events on the day(s) they happened 200 years ago with images
of related items from our collections. In 2020 we hegan using #WCW (Women Crush Wednesday) hashtag to share the stories and images of Alabama
women each week. Similarly, our #FreshFromTheArchives series spotlights recently digitized materials.

Alaska Asking a question or providing a call to action has sometimes been effective in fostering engagement with our followers. However we seem to get the
most “likes” when we’ve taken the time to plan out posts, particularly series, and make sure our content is engaging and informative. Being proactive
instead of reactive has been a game changer. Additionally, participating in established campaigns, such as the monthly #archiveshashtagparty posts has
helped boost our visibility on Instagram as well

What do you view as your most effective strategy to spur engagement through social media?

The posts that have the most traffic and clicks are the ones that deal with genealogy. Posts that aren’t genealogy-related often garner a few hundred
viewers. Posts that are genealogy-related usually have over 10,000 viewers. We have also that noticed posts with images are more effective.

We have a series of lectures by the state historian, which is very popular and attracts the public to the agency.
Geographic specificity, interesting topics, always include an image, timely information.

Including images with our posts always increases engagement, whether that be in the form of views or click-throughs. We’ve also tried to focus on more
fun activities, for example jigsaw puzzles generated from items in our collections. Video has also proven popular, particularly since March 2020, and
we’ve created several videos to educate and inform users about our services and tools.

Our followers on Facebook really like to engage on photographs of historical events, especially weather related (blizzards, floods, tornados). We also
seem to get a lot of feedback on our behind-the-scenes blog, which highlights the work of archivists, processing collections, or collection highlights.

We have had most involvement when promoting our new collections on social media. There has been an uptick on views to our older collections as
well when we highlight some of the interesting images and link to them. Some of the posts are for different occasions like #0TD or #TBT. We have seen
increased engagement with profession wide initiatives as well, especially #AskAnArchivist, #NationalArchivesMonth, and #ArchivesHashtagParty.

Facebook posts crowdsourcing questions about photos or engaging in topical events of the day.

Know your audience on different social media platforms and target them (i.e. there are more older folks on facebook and they’re generally more
interested in genealogy content). Include images frequently, ask questions and encourage users to respond (don’t just post information), respond back
when users comment on your posts and also go out and comment directly on posts from other people/groups’ accounts. Let some personality show in
your writing (dont just write stiffly in the same voice you’d use for a press release). Pay attention to analytics and when you see what types of posts are
getting more engagement (NOT just views, that’s a less helpful stat) and try to do more posts like that. It is better to have a post that gets a few people
commenting and talking than one that gets 10,000 views.

Typically Twitter announcements
A steady and varied stream of interesting content that includes historical documents, research tips, staff profiles and important historical dates.

The Facebook posts that are the most effective for us are the archival collections (photographs, manuscripts, gov docs) that relate to current topics or
holidays.

Continual/sustained effort utilizing multiple platforms.
Content based on continuing issues within the state

In non-pandemic times, when we are hosting in-person events, | think the “real time” announcements of events are effective (“Author talk on Friday” or
“records management workshop tonight,” etc. Pandemic or no, | think using social media as a way to promote our crowdsourcing initiatives is effective.

Being timely with current events, by relating our collections to what is happening today

Independent social media pages for Archives and History were halted in March, and all social media interaction was to be channeled through the
Department of Arts, Culture and History. We hope this will be reversed.

When we were active, we focused on having one or two daily posts that the public became familiar with, and then used it to publicize events or
materials from the collections.

One of the most effective ways to spur engagement is to create a connection. This can be done by sparking a memory. People love history that they have
lived through. By posting something they remember or lived through, people share their memories or feelings about it.

Use relevant, compelling images in posts and find ways to make the collection approachable.

Administrative Support.

What do you see as the changes and challenges to your institution over the next two years due to COVID-19?

The biggest threat is a delayed economic response and decline in state revenues. The immediate effects have been minimal, but our state’s fund
structure usually experiences delayed effects. if the pandemic hadn’t occurred, we would have been in a position to expand staffing levels in several
areas. Instead, we are limiting growth and expending resources on one-time costs so we don’t outgrow the resources we will have two years from now.

We see requests for increased on-line access to holdings and a need to increase trainings and guidance regarding born-digital records, as the state
quickly tooled up online workflows for staff to work remotely. We also have a mandate to make all digitized objects ADA compliant for on-line use,
increasing funding needed for transcription and captioning services in order to provide on-line access.

Accommodating shift from in-person to remote usage expectation; accommodating shift from onsite work paradigm to one based on hybrid remote/
onsite staffing; | Changes: More reliance on remote work, electronic liaising and web-based interaction with constituencies/patrons.

Challenges: Creating a smoothly functioning remote work model, maintaining conventional collection processing efficiency, ensuring workplace safety
for staff and patrons.

Cut budgets, more working from home. There is a push to provide more services online, but we need the staff to do so and our budgets are being cut.

The immediate challenge for us is bringing staff, volunteers, and interns back full time on-site. While it is possible to do data entry, create tools for
better access to collection, and finalize the implementing of ArchivesSpace remotely, we have a growing backlog of unprocessed physical and digital
collections which requires staff to be physically present. We discovered that being on the network was more efficient for processing digital materials. In
addition, only a small portion of the collection is available digitally, and regular patron access will be severely limited once the State Library reopens.

Continuing the increased remote services people are coming to expect while re-implementing on-site services others are still demanding, all without
compromising quality of service.

Fewer visitors. More expenses.

The COVID-19 pandemic has illuminated the need for access to digital content. The staff time and IT infrastructure to deliver on this will remain a
challenge.

The immediate issue will be budget cuts due to financial problems in the economy. These could include lay offs. Also, look for more work at home and an
increased emphasis on digitizing records for on-line access.

There is a sate hiring freeze, which will make it difficult to have a fully staffed agency. We also have limited ability to invest in professional development
opportunites for our existing staff. Prior to COVID-19, our agency was split into 4 different locations, and now many of our employees are working
remotely. It will be interesting to see if there are opportunities to make changes to our office space going forward.

Rebranding and reintroducing ourselves. Keep staff, patrons and collections safe. Maintain existing staff in face of possible budget cuts.
We will be slow to fill open positions. We will need to focus on our core mandates, and will likely not have a big programming budget.
Reopening to the public will be a major challenge, as well as the possible budgetary impact of the pandemic.

Problems with recruitment and expansion of programs.

The pandemic will change forever the traditional concept of the office environment. There will be more remote work and collaboration. Space utilization
and the re-purposing of space will inevitably be an issue as states look to reduce their real estate footprint.

Patrons will demand more material online, and while we already have nearly 300,000,000 images online, patrons demand more.

As new technology and additional resources become available, we should explore new and different ways to serve our patrons. One example might be a
“virtual” reading room where patrons have access to existing electronic records, but also can access the expertise of research staff virtually.

in person visitation procedures and expectation of online content.

In person public outreach and professional travel for in person state travel will continue to be limited. It is doubtful school tours will return to anywhere
near pre-COVID levels. Restrictions to the number of onsite researchers will most likely continue for some time. On the positive side website hits and
research request will hopefully continue to be at elevated levels as they have been so far during the pandemic.

What do you see as the changes and challenges to your institution over the next two years due to COVID-19?

We have been very fortunate thus far to have no internal cases of COVID, but we do have ongoing stress and strain the pandemic has wrought on our
staff and families. Many staff have returned to work, but many also remain at home. Some work has benefited from the remote work--lots of cataloging
etc. But the backlog for processing is building. It will take several years to catch up. Increased pressure to “put it online” is straining our staff’s abilities.
Unfortunately we do not yet know the full fiscal impact, although some revenues have been on the up tick with in country travel to state and national
parks on the rise. Al of this is coming as we are working to build a new building -- advocacy, funding raising, as well as work interruptions from
construction/remodeling will also take time and effort, taking attention from processing, digital records and staff development. The balance will be the
challenge in the coming year or perhaps a better way to put it is “rebalancing” after being knocked off the scales.

Budget allocation by the legislature and earned income revenue for services are major concerns . Due to COVID-19, our earned revenue sources of
funding took a major hit for five months because our museums, gift shops, and reference room were closed to the general public.

The pandemic and resultant shutdown of New Jersey’s government has caused: 1) a suspension of in-person research access to collections; 2) a hiring
freeze due to reduced state revenues. We have re-ordered priorities with most staff working from home and only selected staff designated as essential
(and able to report to the office). As a result, we are producing databases at an unprecedented pace, but only providing reference services by mail. The
shutdown did, however, compel us to develop a system of electronic delivery for copies of records.

We are under severe budget restraints and are also closed to the public with no plans to reopen.

Increased demand for remote access, broader participation by geographically dispersed groups, smaller budgets, threats to government records due to
poor recordkeeping by teleworkers.

Continued demand to produce external programming online is good but takes staff away from other essential work. Increased demand for digitized
content without added resources to create and sustain that content. Getting patrons interested in returning for in-person visits and tours.

Access to collections and facilities and gaining the public’s trust in providing a safe environment.

As archives staff continue to work remotely, we will look for new ways to engage with researchers and visitors online and shift from in-person reference
interactions. This includes providing researchers with more tools and guidance about the collections before placing their requests. We’ll also be looking
for new ways to build and maintain relationships with government agencies as the ability to meet and appraise records in-person will be limited.

Greater emphasis on and support for increasing digital access to finding aids and collections.

Ability to engage with public through in person exhibits and other educational opportunities. Allowing in-depth access to physical collection is a
challenge.

Increased use of teleworking and continued emphasis on providing the tools for teleworking.
We also are trying to encourage self service for our patrons by providing more resources on line.

Limited staffing but increased demand.

Budgetary restraints imposed by a decline in state revenue at a time when additional resources may be needed to accommodate disrupted access to and
servicing of the collection.

Immediate decreased in-house visitation due to covid and restricted travel will lead to budgetary concerns over the long term. It’s anticipated that
decreased travel by researchers and increased online research will increase demands/requests for digitized materials beyond the levels that they were
before Covid. The requests were exceeding our capability and capacity prior to Covid, so we’re predicting it will be even higher in the next two years.

Sustainability in budget and staffing. We have lost a few positions due to recent retirements and cannot fill them due to a budget/hiring freeze.

We can’t work on collections at home! Processing and appraisal backlogs will only grow. And the demands on our public service and digitization staff are
increasing.

Significant changes to the way we interact with our customers, deliver our services, and ensure adequate funding levels.

While we have seen a reduction in onsite researchers since our staff returned to the office full-time on June 15th and began by appointment services
in July , our public record copy requests and agency services have rebounded and are par with what we typically would expect. Qur challenges due

to COVID-19 are more internal, systemic issues we have had with limited information technology support from our main office. This lack of support
significantly limited our options to work remotely during a mandated closure and currently limit our abilities to expand our services, particularly in the
areas of remote and online services.

Resources, first and foremost. It seems certain that there will be a substantial budgetary fallout from this that we haven’t felt yet. Fewer resources

and quite likely fewer staff members, will add to the emotional toll the pandemic has already taken on people. Over the next two years, | think that our
succession planning will be tested, | think we will need to adjust our priorities, to continue to re-imagine the work we do and where it’s done. Managing
staff is going to be a challenge. How will we will measure productivity and how will we push staff while still being mindful of the need to care for one
another the best we can?

Need to find a way to help researchers who have to review a lot of material, but cant come in to facility to research themselves.

Getting researchers into the building will be difficult. Our in-person patrons have been declining for more than a decade, and we have relied on a lecture
series and most recently, school tour groups, to offset the decreasing numbers. Unfortunately, we do not know when such tours will resume.
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State What do you see as the changes and challenges to your institution over the next two years due to COVID-19?

Wisconsin Funding- because of closures our earned income is down and its not clear if/when things will be able to reopen.
Staffing- because of the lower earned income we had to put a major staffing increase on hold, position authority may be lost because vacant positions
are always “up for grabs” when the state legislature sets the budget.

Flexibility- since work from home has been successful, we may have future options for a more hybrid staffing method.

Wyoming Primarily, we are facing a state economic downturn that predates the pandemic - then coupled with the economic effects of the pandemic. We are very
fortunate that the virus has minimally affected our state’s population, so the economic affects are the main fallout.

How is your program addressing its highest ranked priorities?
1) Pursuing purchase of property for expanding our facility.

Short-term budget solutions include leaving staff positions vacant and discontinuing some services. Fees for electronic preservation solutions are being
charged back to creating agencies. Long-term planning includes requesting funding increases and submitting capital budget request to implement our
digital preservation plan.

Our total staffing for Archives and Records Management is still way below averages. With the pandemic and budgets, we hope to just stay where we are.

Advocating for authorization of filling vacant positions; developing our emergency response plan and allocating existing staff time to address digital
collection development and backlog processing | Working with parent agency to fill currently-frozen staff positions; refining and implementing when
appropriate emergency preparedness measures; augmenting general revenue appropriations with grant monies.

Working with budget team, HR and executive leadership to try to get funding for additional positions while also increasing salary of current staff to
prevent future losses.

Staff made significant progress in implementing ArchivesSpace, an open source web application designed to support core archives administrative
functions such as accessioning; describing and arranging both analog and digital content.

Staff prepared several different documents concerning functions, needs, and opportunities as part of the search process for the new State Librarian.
They were given to the search firm and will be provided to the successful candidate

1) E-records: continue to advocate for a fully-staffed/funded program while doing what we can with existing staff.

2) Increasing free online access through our Florida Memory program / working toward upgraded collections management system / revisiting all series
descriptions and finding aids for language, usability, etc.

3) Developing RFP for space/facility assessment study.

Increasing efficiencies and using technology

The State Archives Administrator, Government Records Manager and Reference Manager are reviewing workflow processes, creating priorities and work
plans to address archival initiatives and improving access to holdings.

We just hired an electronic records archivist and also completed an NHPRC grant on email preservation and access. We are prioritizing our budget needs
and looking for areas we can make cuts in. We continue with hiring practices that bring on more professionalized staff.

We created a new position of Deputy Director for Electronic Records rather than replacing an outreach position, and changed another vacancy to create a
local government records liason. We have limited ability to increase staffing so we have had to get creative with the existing vacancies.

Internal discussions around fundraising, conducting facility assessments, form a DEAI committee.

We are currently in a hiring freeze due to budget, but have also lost nearly 40% of our staff. We need to rethink our structure and hire smart in order to
appropriately and responsibly staff our program.

We are attempting to recruit highly qualified individuals to open positions, cross training current staff, purchasing new technology to assist our
programs, and working with outside institutions and vendors to find better processes.
1. We’re working to obtain funding and support for a digital preservation system.

2. Our current building is undergoing major, emergency renovations, so that project and collections move projects will be a major focus for the next few
years.

3. Maine is a large state and is rather spread out. Our goal is gets as much of our collection online and easily accessible as possible, to make the Archives
open and usable for everyone.

How we deal with budget and staffing will depend nearly entirely on how the revenue shortfalls are dealt with at the federal and state executive level.
Budget and staff will also depend on how long the economic downturn lasts following the pandemic.

There is general staff consensus on the various issues that require focus, and we are working to identify and implement actionable activities to address
them. Much in the days and months ahead will depend upon funding and appropriated resources as our state deals with pandemic related shortfalls.

How is your program addressing its highest ranked priorities?

Our highest priorities for the coming year include building on our public profile to help us weather the budget challenges coming in the wake of CoVID.
We have been lucky enough in the past year to rehire an information officer for the agency. We work with her regularly to keep the Archives in the news
(including social media), discussing new collections, projects, and training/educational events. Our agency is in early stages of a capital campaign for
our new building, that also has garnered some good press.

Our agency budget requests for the coming session will focus on restoration of staff lost in last 10 years, including an electronic records archivist.

Just prior to the pandemic we were able to get a contract passed through IT for Archivematica--we are now working on setting workflow, transfer
protocols and pipelines so we can launch this winter. We will also work on integrated that tool with our instance of ArchivesSpace.

History Nebraska is implementing a digitization effort to create more on-line content. Due to the pandemic, there has been a shift toward creating more
digital content for patrons to access, especially for interactive on-line exhibits.

We have procured a Preservica license, have trained several existing staff, and are anticipating hiring a full-time archivist for electronic records.
However, with regard to the last item, the COVID pandemic, state government shutdown, and resultant revenue/budgetary shortfalls have resulted in a
hiring freeze as of the end of FY 2020.

Annual planning based on strategic goals and objectives.

We have two cross-division work groups to address conscious description and community building. The Government Records Section is continuing
implementation of standardized local government schedules.

Working with a new collections management software, ReDiscovery-Proficio, to get out data cleaned up in order to release the public portal to our
collection finding aides.

Working on creating more online content for our regular and casual users of the archives. Provide informative videos and collection features.
Working to purchase and implement a more robust Proficio program to better utilize cloud storage.

The priorities are being addressed by projects implemented under the Ohio History Connection’s recently enacted FY2021-FY2024 strategic plan.

This includes a cataloging and inventory project to improve the intellectual and physical control of our records. We are also currently processing our
electronic records and linking our catalog and digital repository.

Working to provide new staff members with background and overview of current issues so that they build an effective response to each issue, with
anticipated continued limited resources.

through regular check-ins with agency management, and with appropriate staffing levels directed towards our highest priority issues.

We have identified four priorities- 1. Building:We are building a new building. 2. Electronic Records Infrastructure:

We are working with the Office of Technology to issue a RFP for a digital archives & records center and are implementing a new funding model. 3.
Collections Access: We are migrating to a new collections and customer management system and have begun digitizing our analog media collections
such as microfilm, motion picture films, and nitrate negatives. 4. Diversity & Inclusion in our Archival Description: We are updating our finding aids for
more inclusive language and description as well as sponsoring outreach on cultural diversity.

Increasing access through new digitization initiatives. These initiatives, we hope, will also ease staff person once finished, and allow swifter response to
researchers without increased staff burden due to retirement of team members in 2020.

Seeking additional funding through the budgetary process by establishing and maintaining strong relationships with key legislators and the governor’s
office.

Holding meetings with supervisors and department officials informing and educating about our concerns. We are also performing research and preparing
reports for facility growth and expansion.

We have restructured our education and outreach programs in the past few years, pulling additional staff from other sections to contribute to our
outreach efforts. Our new facility will vastly improve public visibility and accessibility and allow us to bring more people onsite for programs. We have
been fostering our efforts in collaboration and partnerships with other agencies (such as our State Museum).

Strategic Plan, budget requests and staff work plans are in alignment.
Outreach to funding sources (legislative leadership, Governor). Engaging proactively with

Technical and |.T. leaders and providers. Exploring off the shelf L.T. solutions.

Most of positions are multi-faceted and require a diverse skill set. Therefore we invest in professional development opportunities and mentoring
opportunities to help advance our staff members and to provide them with the knowledge and skills necessary to succeed in their positions at the
Vermont State Archives and Records Administration.

We’ve submitted budget requests to the state legislature. We’ve received a grant from the NHPRC to promote and improve access to some of our most
important collections. We are planning an internship program with the goal of diversifying staff.

Targeted budget requests for specific improvements

We are working with the Curator of the Department of Arts, Culture and History to secure additional archival storage space in our existing structure. We
have received encouragement and expect to get the space after the beginning of the new year. We are developing video lessons for West Virginia Studies
students and finding other ways to connect with educators and students.

2) Developing RFP for space/facility assessment study.3) E-records: continue to advocate for a fully-staffed/funded program while doing what we can
with existing staff.

I only want to list 3 and the site requires 10.

1. Budget

2. Facilities

3. Restricted Records

Working to obtain more funding to take care of building.

Through the budget and legislative process will request to have an electronic records needs assessment funded as a first step toward the creation of an
electronic records archive.

Unfortunately most of our challenges are due to lack of funding and flexibility to increase staff and to invest in staff, which the COVID-19 pandemic has
made even more challenging.

Planning and working with professional staff & cross agency partners to develop solutions

Our lack of staffing allows us to be more mindful of hiring more diverse populations in order. The challenge will be convincing the legislature to start
staffing at an appropriate level.

Same approach as above - we are attempting to recruit highly qualified individuals to open positions, cross training current staff, purchasing new
technology to assist our programs, and working with outside institutions and vendors to find better processes.

How we deal with budget and staffing will depend nearly entirely on how the revenue shortfalls are dealt with at the federal and state executive level.
Budget and staff will also depend on how long the economic downturn lasts following the pandemic.

As with our priorities, we are trying to identify and implement measures to address what we see as longer-term challenges. Fiscal realities, again, will
determine the extent of progress that we can reasonably expect to make.

Hope to move to an expanded electronic records program in the coming months; working with local and state agencies requires sustained concerted
effort

As stated above, our biggest challenges in the coming year will center on budgets, staff and the need to build our electronic records capability. We are
making progress by gaining Archivematica instance, but without truly dedicated staff we are stretched really thin. We hope to maintain our staff and
grow it in a very difficult climate, but are cautiously optimistic as some revenues have increased on the state level. The volatile political landscape
further complicates our situation. With the desire to build staff and capabilities is to address diversity issues in our use of existing collections, building of
collections and staff understanding of communities of color (and staff diversity). Re-appraisal is one tool we are looking at to determine what collections
should be highlighted and how. Staff is also being encouraged to gain training and drawing inspiration from work by other institutions.

Administration is very concerned about the upcoming FY budget for all state government agencies due to the pandemic. The agency is looking into grant
opportunities; History Nebraska recently formed a new historical society foundation to increase funding for various projects including digitization.

How is your program addressing its highest ranked challenges?

We will press for the hire of a full-time professional for this program as soon as is practicable.
We are working as best we can with the government leaders in a time of budget crisis.
Annual planning driven by strategic goals and objectives.

#1-continue to lobby within the department and with the Governor’s Office to revise the funding model
#2-emphasis on program development across the division
#3-advocacy, grants, partnerships

Working with a new collections management software, ReDiscovery-Proficio, to get out data cleaned up in order to release the public portal to our
collection finding aides.

Working on creating more online content for our regular and casual users of the archives. Provide informative videos and collection features.
Working to purchase and implement a more robust Proficio program to better utilize cloud storage.

The State Archives is implementing projects under the Ohio History Connection’s FY2021-2024 strategic plan to address its highest ranked challenges
while operating under a reduced budget due to the pandemic.

Working to provide new staff members with background and overview of current issues so that they build an effective response to each issue, with
anticipated continued limited resources.

Shoring up key functions by completing a bodies of work analysis and strategic plan. targeting key groups of records that need to be migrated to more
stable and accessible formats and putting together a plan to work through those.

We have identified 4 challenges: 1. Restricted Records: We are working with our attorneys as well as the Office of Administration attorneys on
restrictions. We also have legislation pending that would clarify some restrictions. 2. Budget/Funding, 3. Diversity of Staff 4. Staffing. For #2-4, these
challenges are beyond the state archives’ control, however we remain alert for potential opportunities.

Moving educational programming online.
Strategic planning.

Many of the priorities and challenges are the same. We are having conversations with appropriate offices and personnel to help us advocate for
resources. We are preparing reports and performing research to provide statistics and projections for building expansion.

The budget and staffing challenges remain to be seen, due to the uncertainties of Covid, and may be out of our control.

Conducting internal audits of critical programs. Coordinating with our Governor’s office and tracking/measuring gains in efficiency.

We receive very limited information technology support from our parent agency but are not allowed to make our own IT infrastructure investments.

In addition to contracting for cloud-based SaaS systems, we are working towards transitioning to statewide IT services offered by the State CI0, who
reports to a different constitutional officer -- hence requiring careful navigation of a political landscape that is not usually conducive to effective and
pragmatic approaches that are beneficial to cross-agency electronic records management and records management programming. To successfully make
these changes and implement new systems and services, we have had to make staffing decisions that have impacted some of our programs.

Budget asks, grant funding, internship programs. We need to do more to address the last 3-4 items on the list. having more staff would certainly help us
to do so.

Parent institution has been actively trying to get a new building for several years. Also trying to receive consistent funding for electronic records
hardware replacement model

Very carefully.

Reassigning staff to save salary money, working with administrators to articulate the need for staffing (fill long vacant positions), discussing facilities in
relation to agency-wide projects.

Same thing - see above. Succession planning and staff development are intertwined. In the current budget climate, it seems unlikely that we’ll be finding
answers to any building needs.We are having to be flexible about staffing and budget needs, given the likely 20% cuts we will experience this year. We
are advocating for support with other agencies, particularly regarding the Digital Archives. We have lost staff in records management, but will be looking
to find virtual ways to conduct training and encourage compliance.

Day by day.

We don’t have much saying but, advocacy in the legislature would be a good idea.
